Fasting is an ancient Christian discipline       prac-

ticed by Jesus which can help bring spiritual focus. 

 Too many people in our world this year will not have any 

meal or even a roof over their heads.  Will you do something 

to help them?  “Oh, Heavenly Father, we thank Thee for food 

and remember the hungry.  We thank Thee for health and  

remember the sick.  We thank Thee for freedom and remember 

the enslaved.  May these remembrances stir us to service, that 

Thy gifts to us may be used for others.  Amen.”  Have a safe 

and happy Thanksgiving everyone!
