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From Pastor Malcolm’s Desk 
 
Summer is finally upon us. As I write on this first day of 

summer I am hopeful for sun. I am hopeful that I will see 

the sun today and feel the warmth of God’s love and grace 

upon my cheek. I am also hopeful for the Holy Spirits gift 

of hope and the courage as I follow Jesus on God’s mission 

and as we at Bethesda dare to be God’s church in and for 

our world. 

 

I have been revisiting Reclaiming the “C” Word, Dar-

ing to Be Church Again, written by Kelly Fryer, (one of 

my Seminary professors and influential mentor), Her 

writing has been challenging me and influencing my 

preaching. It also helps me with language as I talk with 

you and others about what it means to be the people of 

God here at Bethesda in Mountlake Terrace. Here is an 

excerpt from her book:  

God is on a mission! God wants to love and bless 

the whole world. That’s Why God sent Jesus. In 

Him, something happened that never happened 

before. The Kingdom of God came near! And we 

were able to see God’s dream for us-and for our 

world-more clearly than ever. The sick were 

healed, the unlovable were embraced, the dead 

were raised, and God’s plan for you and me was 

revealed. God wants to use us to change the world. 

We are the church. And that is our job. 

 

This is a very different idea about what the church 

is than the one most of us were raised with. We are 

used to thinking that the church is something that 

happens in here, in this building, where the pastor 

is. Wrong. The church is something that happens 

out there, where you and I live and work and go to 

school and vote and invest our money and volun-

teer at the community center and plant crops and 

wait for the bus and shop for our groceries. The 

church is the people of God, who are      

being transformed by the Holy Spirit to 

proclaim he gospel in word and deed in 

the world 

 

This doesn’t mean, however, that our life together 

as church out there is the only one that counts. 

There is, frankly, something about being the 

church out there that makes us want to come   

together. We have a life together. . . We join       

together for all kinds of reasons. But how we gath-

er, what we do when we come together, and the 

way we do it makes a difference. The way we are 

church in here prepares us to be the church out 

there. 

 

If we are serious about being a church in here that 

prepares us to be church out there, we will get fo-

cused, set people free, take action, expect surpris-

es. And we will be hopeful!    

   

As I look around and visit with you, as I listen to your 

stories and hear your dreams, as I preach and reflect, as I 

pray and listen, I am hopeful! I am hopeful because I see 

God at work in you, in your joys and the struggles of your 

lives. I am hopeful because many of you are out there as 

well as in here, many of you are hopeful for a new day at 

Bethesda and for the mission of God to intersect and in-

terrupt not just our own lives but the lives of the people of 

Mountlake Terrace. 

 

I am hopeful because over 7 years ago you invited me to 

walk with you as you journey with God into our neighbor 

to seek what God is already up to and to wonder how we 

might be co-workers with God for the sake of the ‘other’ in 

our surrounding communities. Often as we gather togeth-

er and talk we ask the hard questions of what it means to 

be the church today. 

   

On Sunday July 7th the church council will be installed 

and I ask that you keep them in your prayers as they, 

along with the Strategic Planning team for mission and 

ministry,  dream and vision for the future of the how, the 

why, and the doing of God’s mission in Mountlake Ter-

race. We will pray and listen to God. We will struggle and 

wrestle with what it means to be the church and to be 

transformed by the Holy Spirit and Gospel of Jesus 

Christ. We will wonder and dream about where God is 

pushing and nudging us to proclaim this incredible grace 

filled word and do God’s love. We will imagine that taking 

action for the sake of God’s mission will be messy and we 

will make mistakes. We will dare to experiment, expect 

surprises and begin to understand that the messes we

will find ourselves may be in part God’s fault. The church  

was created by the Holy Spirit and it will be this Trinitar-

ian Spirit of God and Jesus that will send us, and take us, 

if we are willing to follow, into places we don’t want to go 

and lead us into situations we would rather not be in. 

 

Unfortunately, this may be the biggest challenge of all, 

this dreaming and being hopeful. A lot of us may have 

stopped being hopeful and believing in the possibility of a 

new day and a new creation being made from us. Some of 

us may not even be too sure we want a new day. The God 

who has called us to a new day also gives us the faith and 

courage to be hopeful. 

 

May you find and receive God’s hope, love and grace this 

summer in surprising ways and in unexpected places. 

May God’s abundant grace and love bring you wonder and 

awe and may the gift of family and friends bring you love 

and grace in these summer months!

to pray regularly for Bishop Unti and all that he will face in the coming years. 
  
The July Synod Council meeting will be my last one after 20 years. I served 
two terms as a member of the council and two terms as bishop. It has been a 
privilege to serve Christ's church in this way.  
  
You are in my prayers in the days ahead. In that prayer I will continue to give 

thanks for you knowing that the good work begun among you will be brought to 

completion by the day of Jesus Christ. Thanks be to God.  
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
